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PROPERTY TAX COLLECTIONS IN 2014

County treasurers provide collections data for all taxing districts imposing an ad valorem property tax, either
authorized by statute or approved by voters. This data excludes special benefit assessments levied.

Property Taxes due in 2014

Property taxes due in 2014 grew 3.9 percent to $10.042 billion, a $361 million increase
Collections of taxes due in 2014 grew 3.9 percent to $9.847 billion, a $367 million increase
The collection response rate increased 0.2 percent to 98.1 percent in 2014

Tax roll cancellations (transfer to exempt status, correction of errors, destroyed property, and
uncollectible accounts) exceeded tax roll additions (omitted property, property removed from
exempt status, and new structures not previously on the rolls) by $13.4 million. This amount
equaled 1.8 percent of the 2014 tax roll.

County Collection Responses

e Garfield county had the highest collection response rate at 99.4 percent
e Thirty-five counties reported collection response rates of 95 percent or more
e The lowest rate of collection response was 91.6 percent

Delinquent Property Taxes

Delinquent taxes (taxes on the rolls prior to the 2014 tax year) were $327 million

Of the above amount, plus additions, $186 million was collection during the year

The statewide delinquent tax response rate was 56.9 percent

Twenty-nine counties had a 50 percent or better delinquent tax collection response rate
Nine counties had a 60 percent or better delinquent tax collection response rate

Current and Delinquent Property Taxes

The combined amount of current and delinquent taxes due in 2014 was $10.369 billion

Total collections were $10.033 billion, which was 96.8 percent of the total due

Total collections were 99.9 percent of the current rolls

Delinquent taxes due at the end of 2014 were down 5.5 percent to $309.2 million, a decrease of
$18.0 million.

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SENIOR CITIZEN PROPERTY TAX RELIEF LEVIES DUE IN 2015

The property tax exemption for senior citizens provides tax relief for homeowners who qualify on the basis of age
or disability and disposable income.
e The program provided $161 million in relief for 106,456 participants in 2015

To be eligible for tax relief, a homeowner must be 61 in the year the claim is filed or retired by reason of physical
disability. Tax relief is provided in the following increments for taxes due in 2015:

e Households with a combined disposable income of $35,000 or less
o A full exemption from excess property taxes, along with a freeze on assessed valuation on January 1
of the initial application year.
e Households with a combined disposable income of between $25,001 and $30,000
o Exemption from all regular property taxes on the greater of $50,000 or 35 percent of the value of the
residence, not to exceed $70,000
e Households with a combined disposable income of $25,000 or less
o Exemption from all regular property taxes on the greater of $60,000 or 60 percent of the value of
the residence

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CURRENT USE ASSESSMENT LEVIES DUE IN 2015

Summary

By law, assessors value certain agricultural, timber, and open space lands at the current use value rather
than market value. Local five-person advisory boards help assessors implement guidelines to assess open
space land, farm and agricultural land, and timber lands. Each year assessors establish a true and fair
value separate from the current use value. In the event land is removed from current use status, voluntarily
or involuntarily, the property owner is liable for a maximum of seven years of compensating taxes based on
the difference between current use and fair market value estimates, plus interest and penalties.
e For taxes due in 2015 the difference between market value and current use value resulted in:

o Atax loss of an estimated $9.9 million, and

0 A tax shift to other taxpayers of an estimated $101.5 million in taxes.

Farm and Agricultural Land

To receive reduced assessment, farm and agricultural land must meet one of the following requirements:

e 20 or more acres in agricultural use;

e 5 o0rmore, but less than 20 acres in agricultural use with an annual income of $200 or more per acre for
three out of five years; or

e Lessthan 5 acres in agricultural use with an annual income of $1,500 or more for three out of five years.

Of the acreage reported for taxes due in 2015, the farm and agricultural land category represents 92.0
percent of the land in the current use program.

Timber Land

To receive reduced assessment, timber land must be 5 or more acres of land only, devoted primarily to the
growth and harvest of forest crops. The timber is subject to an excise tax when harvested.

Of the acreage reported for taxes due in 2015, the timber land category represents 0.9 percent of the land in
the current use program.

Open Space Land

Open space lands are areas set aside to protect, preserve, enhance, promote, and retain open spaces. No size
or income requirements exist for open space land.

Of the acreage reported for taxes due in 2015, open space lands represent 7.1 percent of the land in the
current use program.
