Demonstration Project Descriptions
Project: Auburn Revitalization Area
 Award Amount: $250,000
Sponsoring Government: City of Auburn

Description of Private Development – The city of Auburn has entered into a development agreement for the redevelopment of four blocks within Downtown Auburn.  The project entails the redevelopment of four blocks south of Auburn’s City Hall and is adjacent to Auburn’s Sounder Station.  The project is a mixed-used, urban village with commercial, office and residential use.  It is expected to begin early 2011.  

The City’s anticipated public improvements within the Auburn Revitalization include: the reconstruction of S. Division Street including roadway pavement, crosswalks, sidewalks, street trees and tree grates, potted plants, pedestrian lighting, street lighting, City-owned fiver conduits, storm drainage improvements for street drainage and aesthetic treatments at the intersections of 1st Street and at Main Street all in accordance with the City’s Promenade plan and the adopted Downtown Sidewalk Guidelines.  In addition, the project includes the relocation of City-owned sanitary sewer lines, upsizing of City-owned water lines, and restoration of public improvements needed to accomplish these improvements.  Other improvements include the relocation underground of power facilities from the alleyways to the public street right-of-way. 
Project: Park Plaza Revitalization Area
 Award Amount: $330,000

Sponsoring Government: City of Bremerton

The private development on the Park Plaza and adjacent retail plaza contemplates a mixture of retail uses including food services, specialty retail, entertainment, wine bar, and possible multi-plex, stadium seating theatre.  Total retail square footage will likely range between 45,000 and 80,000 sq. ft.  Development costs are estimated between $10M and $16M with construction anticipated to begin in 2011 and be completed in 2012.  Additional private retail and office space redevelopment is also anticipated as a result of available parking structure, and public street improvements and amenities.

The public improvements will include a two level multi-use parking garage with 175 + stalls, and a retail plaza on top of the parking.  The structure will be 50,000 sq. ft.  The improvements and expenditures may additionally provide professional management, promote revitalization within the revitalization area and provide maintenance and security.  The improvements will further include street, sidewalk, planter strip and lighting on Pacific Avenue between Burwell Street and 11th Street.
Project: Spokane University District Revitalization Area
 Award Amount: $250,000

Sponsoring Government: City of Spokane

The project expects private development of adding two floors to the main Burgans Furniture building and converting it into an all suites hotel.  The brick warehouse building will be rehabilitated and converted into a mix of retail, restaurant and possibly office space or additional hotel rooms on the second and third floors.  
Expected public improvements include construction and maintenance of publicly owned streets, roads, bridges and rail facilities.  Improvements to the Division Street Gateway Corridor, Bicycle/Pedestrian Bridge over Burlington Northern-Santa Fe railroad right of way at or around Sherman Avenue and several bicycle lane improvements.  Public improvements will also include construction and improvement of the City’s water and sewer systems, park and ride facilities as well as parks and recreational areas.

Project: The Link Revitalization Area
 Award Amount: $500,000

Sponsoring Government: City of Tacoma
Private development planned in conjunction with the city of Tacoma’s investment in public improvements include: McMenamins renovation of the historic Elks Building (located on Broadway in downtown Tacoma) for use as a spa, brew pub, event meeting space, and 40-room hotel; and a mixed-use development with retail space and apartment complex over a city constructed parking garage. Even though Tacoma’s project application included the possibility of Russell Investments leasing 300,000 sq feet in a to-be-constructed corporate global headquarters building in the revitalization area, the public improvement project does not seem to be contingent on that development.

The city’s anticipated public improvements within “The Link” Revitalization Area include: transportation improvements such as a 300-stall parking garage, streetcar, and light rail; streetscape improvements; sustainable storm drainage; utility infrastructure; and environmental analysis and remediation.

Project: Towne Center Revitalization Area
 Award Amount: $500,000

Sponsoring Government: City of University Place
Private development expected to occur from the result of the public infrastructure investment.  An integrated retail, residential and office “urban village” in concert with the FTA’s “Livable Communities Initiateve” and other federal, state, and regional planning policies.  The project includes over 500,000 square feet of retail and commercial uses, and over 400 new residential living units located above the retail/commercial facilities.  
The public improvements will include; public parking, enhanced pedestrian sidewalks, public park/plaza, grid-roads, streets, street lighting and traffic control improvements, as well as water, sewer, storm, water, gas electric and other utility infrastructure improvements.

Project: Columbia Waterfront Revitalization Area
 Award Amount: $220,000

Sponsoring Government: City of Vancouver

The private development planned within the RA is an urban density, vertically integrated mixed use master redevelopment project on approximately 32 acres that will add approximately 20 new city blocks to the existing downtown core, reconnect the historic downtown with the Columbia river waterfront.  The redevelopment project will enhance opportunities for people to live and work in close proximity, as well as utilize local and regional transit options.
Public improvements planned, extending the downtown street grid south through the Burlington Northern Santa Fe rail berm, this includes installation of over-width sidewalks, bike lanes, street lights and public utilities such as sewer, water and storm water.

Project: Paradise Creek Revitalization Area
 Award Amount: $200,000

Sponsoring Government: Whitman County 

Expected private development is the construction of a 715,000 sq ft retail shopping center.  The developer’s plans for this new retail space includes the construction of three major “anchor” box stores and approximately fifteen smaller stand alone stores for supporting tenants.   The developer has a prospective tenant for one of the anchor stores and has a firm commitment form Lowe’s to either lease or purchase a portion of the property.  
Public improvements include roads, water system, sewer system and utilities.
